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Hearing Loops

During the pandemic, bus operators introduced Perspex screens
between the driver and passenger to help provide protection from
COVID-19. This barrier increased the challenge for passengers
and drivers who have hearing problems.

The use of audio induction
loops (hearing aid loops) and
other solutions will help to
alleviate some of the resultant
problems.

The requirement will form part of the future vehicle requirements
as seen in the new zero-emission buses scheme.

A Navaho Transport systems destination blind on the ADL Enviro 400 EV
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Supporting the First All-Electric City Bus

Service in Ireland

Athlone has become the first town in Ireland to implement an all-
electric bus service. Subsidised by the National Transport
Authority, the vehicles are operated by Bus Eireann.
